1. Public comment:
a) Terry, on behalf of Green Mountain Hounds, requested use of Mobbs Farm for a July 30
riding and fundraising event, contingent upon acceptable trail conditions. The ride would
be similar to other successful Green Mountain Hounds events held at Mobbs, with 25-30
riders expected to attend.
2. The minutes of the January 25 meeting were approved as presented.
3. Proposal by the Conservation Commission for a memorial bench at Mobbs:

a) The committee approved the Conservation Commission’s proposal for a stone recognition
bench at Mobbs dedicated to Phyllis Gray, subject to review of the final design and
implementation plans. The proposed location is along the trail that traverses the Upper
Meadow of Mobbs Valley, at a spot that provides a view of Mount Mansfield.

b) The Conservation Commission will take the lead in designing the bench (working with Chris
Cleary), obtaining suitable rock, and funding the construction.

c¢) We discussed the need for suitably dry land for the transportation of bench materials from
the Fitzsimonds parking lot across the meadow. Portable skidder bridges will be used as
appropriate to protect terrain.

d) The Conservation Commission will apprise the Mobbs Committee of bench design
specifications and construction plans as they progress.

4. Update on survey summary: Pete sent a summary of the Mobbs use survey results to Paula and
Todd, who have forwarded the information to the Selectboard for their review.

5. Update on Mobbs app: Mike Rocheleau is still researching development possibilities.
6. Update on Timber and Stone:

a) Josh has submitted an invoice for the $844 balance owed for Mobbs Site 2 work. Remaining
work includes Site 3 trail improvement and repair of the bridge that was impacted by frost
heaves.

b) Pam asked Michelle Patrick (Zoning Administrator) for confirmation of Mobbs wetlands
locations. There are designated wetlands in the vicinity of the South Meadow, but not near
the proposed Site 3 trail work.

c) We plan to meet with Josh onsite to discuss where to lay tread and place culverts.
7. Other Business:
a) Pete will design a poster for the kiosk reminding Mobbs visitors to pack out any bagged dog
poop.
b) Dick cleared a number of blowdowns on Mobbs Hill, including:
i. alarge blowdown blocking one of the main Mobbs Hill trails;
ii. alarge cluster of blowdowns south of the cars; and
iii. adead elm drop near the south entrance.

c) Our Spring Work Day is scheduled for Saturday, April 30.
